1 king’s dollar =	 50,000 stone coins

1 general’s dollar =	 10,000 stone coins

1 gold coin = 	5,000 stone coins

1 silver coin = 	1,000 stone coins

1 large copper coin =	 100 stone coins

1 small copper coin = 	10 stone coins

 

A B-ranked mission in the Demon Continent netted you about five to ten scrap iron coins. That converted into 150-200 stone coins. If Millis Continent’s B-ranked missions were worth—let’s assume—five large copper coins, that would be 1,500 stone coins. That was ten times as much.
